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July 4, 2023, the online meeting of the members of the Marathi subject committee of
Athalye-Sapre-Pitre Autonomous College, Devrukh was concluded at 12 am. The following
members were present in the meeting.

In this meeting, the first year Marathi study papers were newly designed according to the new
educational policy.

Chairman of the Board of Studies Dr. Varsha Phatak welcomed the members of the study
committee and started the work of the meeting and presented the outline of the topic and
syllabus for the meeting to the members. The proceedings of the meeting started at 12:00 PM
and ended at 2:00 PM.

The resolutions discussed and passed in the said meeting are as follows -

The following resolutions were presented according to the discussion held according to the
topics on the agenda.

Topic No. 1 As per the discussion in the study board meeting held on Thursday 4th May 2023
fixing the study papers of Marathi subject as per the new educational policy.

According to the discussion in the study board meeting held on Thursday 4th May 2023, the
following are the study papers to be created under the Marathi subject as per the new
educational policy.

1. Major Marathi

2. Minor Marathi

3. Open Elective

4. Ability Enhancement (Study of an Indian Language — Marathi)

5. Value-based courses

6. Skilled Course To determine the first year syllabus according to six such papers.



According to Resolution No. 1, there was a discussion about which elements should be
included in the curriculum and after the discussion, a unanimous decision was taken and the
following resolution was proposed. Also, it was proposed in the resolution that the syllabus of
the new academic year and the curriculum in it should be the basic foundation of the
curriculum that is being changed at the degree and post-graduate level.

Topic No. 2 a) First Year Art Marathi Textbook Major Marathi While selecting literary
works under this subject, Prof. Dr. Varsha Phatak reviewed the old syllabus of Art Marathi
for the first year and suggested that any two types of literature should be taken in the first
semester and second semester for the first year and at the same time select some elements
which will be useful for the competitive examination.

After discussion on the subject the following resolution was unanimously passed.

Resolution No. 2 a) It is further resolved that,

In the first semester, the literary genre of story should be assigned and the theoretical
introduction of this literary genre should be given. And Dr. As suggested by Randhir Shinde,
Suchita Ghorpade's 'Khurpan', an anthology of rural stories, should be selected for study. At
the same time, keeping in mind the syllabus of the competitive exam, it was suggested that in
the first session, the elements of vocabulary, phrases, sayings, tenses, terminology.

In the second semester, poetry should be assigned as a literary genre and the theoretical
introduction of this literary genre should be given. And it was indicated that one selected
poem from each composition should be taken for study. At the same time, keeping in mind
the syllabus of the competitive examination, it was suggested that the elements of invitation
card, program card, appeal/statement for media, sentence type, terminology should be taken
in the first session.

The above literary works were selected unanimously. It was also unanimously decided that
the students of different branches should have the same syllabus for minor Marathi.

The resolution was unanimously adopted.

Topic No. 3 Determining the course of open electives which can be chosen by the students of
any stream in the first year. This paper will have a syllabus of two credits in each semester.
Resolution No. 3 First Year Art/Commerce/Science Marathi Study Paper Open Elective for
the subject of two credits in each semester to select a course that satisfies the taste of students
of any branch, introduce them to our culture, folk arts and also design the course in such a
way that the students are aware of various life values. For this purpose Dr. Dr. Vinaya
Jangle's '"Muky Vedana Bolkya Sensade' (Mauj Prakashan) was also suggested to be a literary
work.

Resolution:- This resolution was unanimously adopted.

Subject 4 First Year Arts/Commerce/Science Study Paper No. 5 Ability Enhancement is a
two-credit subject for students to choose any one regional language such as Hindi, Marathi or
Kannada, and the curriculum was designed with the aim of acquiring writing, reading and
communication skills in that language. It was suggested that the course should be designed as
an introduction to books for the students of any discipline to familiarize them with the rules
of grammar and standard language as well as to introduce them to good literary works.
Following the resolution No. 4 Ability Enhancement, under the title Pragmatic Marathi, the
two credit sessions should include standard language rules/punctuation, typology, idioms, one
word for a group of words, proverbs and phrases, introduction to books, dialogue writing,
statement, and coordination. The resolution was unanimously approved.

Subject No. 5 First Year Arts/Commerce/Science Syllabus No. 6 It was decided to offer two
courses namely skill oriented and value oriented of two credits each. It was indicated that the
said course should be of practical nature.
In this, there should be a course in the form of translation, adaptation, translation or printing
in the skill-oriented course and in the value-oriented course there should be a course like
journalism, writing for visual media so that the students can use this course to get a job or
start a business. This is indicated.
After discussion on Resolution No. 5, the skill-based course should have translation and
paraphrasing part 1 in the first semester and translation and paraphrasing part 2 in the second
semester.
Also, in the value-based curriculum, Journalism Part 1 in the first semester and Journalism
Part 2 in the second semester were unanimously decided after discussion.

Topic No. 6 Discussion on internal evaluation of students and written examination at the end
of the session
While determining the pattern of question papers of the students, each subject paper should
be of 100 marks with a written examination of 60 marks and an internal evaluation of 40
marks at the end of the semester on 2nd and 4th credit courses. It should include extra-
curricular literary activities in internal assessment. While organizing various activities for the
students, Dr. Nitin Arekar said, '‘Good interviews for the students in different fields on
YouTube, lectures on the current affairs, with the aim that more students should turn to the
subject of Marathi and develop an interest and understanding of literature among the students.
should be heard." Mrs. Mansi Thakur suggested, 'Students should be encouraged to write
blogs or if students are entrusted with the responsibility of organizing all the programs
keeping in mind the occasion of different days, they will get a demonstration of how to
organize the entire program.' Dr. Randhir Shinde and Dr. Rajshree Deshpande should conduct
online meetings of the students and talk to them on different topics. A question and answer
session or discussion should be organized. At the time of internal evaluation, the participation
of students in various activities should be evaluated. This was suggested by Dr. LB Patil.
After discussing the matter, the following resolution was proposed.
At the end of the discussion, the following resolution is passed that,
Resolution No. 5 The 30-mark internal assessment of students at the end of the semester
should be inclusive of extra-curricular literary activities, tests, homework or presentations
and the 70-mark examination at the end of both semesters.
In the current Corona era, students are being taught online. Therefore, students need to have
more knowledge about social media today. It was decided that they should create good audio
videos for teaching the components of the study papers and while deciding the program
keeping in mind the justification of various days, the responsibility of planning the entire
program should be entrusted to the students and the detailed report of that program should be
published through a blog. Also, students should listen to good interviews on YouTube in
different fields, lectures on current affairs. Also, take online meetings of students and make
them speak on different topics. A question and answer session or discussion should be
organized about the study paper. Students should be evaluated accordingly. This being
determined unanimously, the resolution was unanimously approved.
