Resolutions

1. They will be introduced to different literary genres, new literary trends while deciding
the new curriculum of first year art. The literature assigned to the course will enrich the
students' tastes. At the same time, the curriculum was also decided keeping in mind the
business opportunities related to Marathi subject.

2. Internal Evaluation of Marathi Compulsory Subject of First Year Arts 1st Semester and
2nd Semester will be conducted on literary works or practical Marathi (objective
questions/notes) of 10 marks. The outline of the evaluation to be done for 30 marks was
unanimously decided in such a way that 10 marks for the introduction project or actual
presentation of the literary work of the writer other than the appointed story writer and
10 marks for the presence in the class, the actual participation in the Marathi literary
circle and similar programs. And under the second session, a test of 10 marks (objective
questions/notes) will be conducted based on poetry as a literary genre or any poems
assigned in the syllabus. Apart from the prescribed poems, 10 marks for presentation of
poems by other poets and 30 marks for class attendance, direct participation in Marathi
literary circles and similar programs were unanimously decided.

3. Evaluation under Optional Marathi Paper No. One 1st Semester 10 marks test (objective
questions/notes) will be conducted on theoretical literature type Drama or plays assigned
to syllabus. 10 marks for reading or performance of an excerpt from a play by a dramatist
other than the assigned play and attendance in classes, Marathi literary circles and other
such activities

4. For preparing, checking and moderating the written examination papers of the
students, the Head of the Marathi Department should appoint suitable professors from
the recognized colleges of the University keeping in mind the availability and accessibility.
It was decided unanimously.

5. It was decided to take similar useful certificate courses keeping in mind the business
and employment oriented opportunities available in various fields for the students of
Marathi subject.

One should take any two certificate courses in 1) Typography, 2) Coding, Poetry (Creative
Writing), 3) Poetry, Drama Presentation, 4) Computer Blog Writing, 5) Journalism.
Keeping in mind this year's curriculum for the first year Marathi student, it was
unanimously decided that the curriculum should be as follows, keeping in mind that the
next year's curriculum will be more enriching to their knowledge.

¢ Students' understanding of the three skills of reading, listening and writing.

¢ Develop appreciation and understanding of literature.

¢ Recognition of the relationship of literature with society and the changing social and
cultural life.

¢ Understanding the impact of globalization, urbanization on urban life.

e Opportunity to work competently in the field of Journalism, Advertising, Broadcasting,
Lectures and Presentations, Independent Events, Printing, Coding, as the course develops
similar skills for future employment and business opportunities.

¢ Introduction to theatre performance arts and professional opportunities through
understanding of theatre techniques and drama.

¢ Develop interest in research.

¢ Understanding and application of event management skills.
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
