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On 18th July 2024, the online meeting of the members of the Marathi Subject Study
Committee of Athalye-Sapre-Pitre Autonomous College, Devrukh was concluded at 11.30
am.

In this meeting, the first year Marathi study papers were newly designed according to the new
educational policy.

Chairman of the Board of Studies Dr. Varsha Phatak welcomed the members of the study
committee and started the work of the meeting and presented the outline of the topic and
syllabus for the meeting to the members. The proceedings of the meeting started at 12:00 PM
and ended at 2:00 PM.

The resolutions discussed and passed in the said meeting are as follows -

The following resolutions were presented according to the discussion held according to the
topics on the agenda.

Topic No. 1 To approve the minutes of the meeting held for fixing the syllabus of Marathi
subject as per the new educational policy as per the discussion in the study board meeting
held on Thursday 4th July 2023.

Thursday Date : According to the discussion in the study board meeting held on July 18,
2024, the study papers to be created according to the new educational policy are as follows.

1. Major Marathi 1 Semester 3 and Semester 4
2. Major Marathi 2 Semester 3 and Semester 4
3. Minor Marathi Semester 3 and Semester 4
3. Open Elective Semester 3 and Semester 4

4. Ability Enhancement (Study of an Indian Language- Marathi) Semester 3 and Semester 4
5.SEC Skilled Course Semester 3 and Semester 4
6. VSC Value Added Course Semester 1 & 2



7. Field Project Semester 3

To determine the syllabus of the second year along with seven papers such as field projects.
Resolution No. 1 dated July 4, 2023, as per the discussion in the study board meeting, the
minutes of the meeting taken to determine the study papers of Marathi subject as per the new
educational policy were read out by Prof. Ajit Jadhav. It was unanimously approved.
According to the above study papers of the second year, after discussing which elements
should be included in the curriculum, the following resolution was taken by unanimous
decision. Also, it was thought that the study paper of the new academic year and the syllabus
in it should be the basic foundation of the curriculum which is changing at the degree and
post-graduate level.

Topic No. 2 a) Second Year Art Marathi Study Paper Major Marathi One While selecting
literary works under this subject, Prof. Dr. Varsha Phatak reviewed the old syllabus of Art
Marathi for the first year and suggested that any two types of literature should be taken in the
first semester and in the second semester for the first year.

After discussion on the subject the following resolution was unanimously passed.

Resolution No. 2 a) It is further resolved that,

In the third semester, the literary genre of the novel should be assigned and the theoretical
introduction of this literary genre should be given. And Dr. Randhir Shinde indicated Manoj
Borgaonkar's 'Nadishta Hi Kavamba, and Dr. Vishram Bedekar's novel 'Ranangan’ suggested
by Nitin Arekar was suggested to be taken for study.

In the fourth semester, the literature type 'Autobiography’ should be assigned and
theoretically introduced to this type of literature. For that Dr. Rajshree Deshpande suggested
Vidya Gajanan Madgulkar's 'Akashashi Dhele Nahte' and Naseema Hurjuk's 'Chachachi
Khurchi' as autobiographies.

The above literary works were selected unanimously. It was also unanimously decided that
the students of different branches should have the same syllabus for minor Marathi.

Topic No. 3 a) Second year Art Marathi study paper Major Marathi Two while choosing the
course under this subject, students should be introduced to linguistic study of Marathi in the
third semester for the second year considering linguistics, grammar and modern technology
using various skills in Marathi and for the competitive examination in the fourth semester. It
was suggested to select elements such as Marathi and PPT, blog writing, use of Google
Marathi Unicode, and after detailed discussion, the following resolution was proposed.

After discussion on the subject the following resolution was unanimously passed.

Resolution No. 2 a) It is further resolved that,

The components of the above syllabus were selected unanimously. It was also unanimously
decided that the students of different branches should have the same syllabus for minor
Marathi.

Topic : 4 First Year Arts/Commerce/Science Study Paper No. 5 Ability Enhancement The
syllabus was designed with the intention that the students should choose any one regional
language like Hindi, Marathi or Kannada and acquire writing, reading and communication
skills in that language. It was suggested that the students of any discipline should be
introduced to the subjects of essay writing, letter writing, office comment, application
writing, invitation letter program, letter writing guidance and personality development etc.
According to Resolution No. 4 Ability Enhancement for the competitive examination under
the title of Marathi in two credit sessions, the components such as book introduction,
dialogue writing, presentation, coordination and introduction to Marathi literature should be
included after the discussion.

Subject No. 5 Third Year Arts/Commerce/Science Syllabus No. 6 It has been decided to offer
two courses namely Skill Based and Value Based Courses of two credits each. It was
indicated that the said course should be of practical nature.

In this, there should be a course in the form of translation, adaptation, translation or
typesetting in the skill-oriented course and there should be a course in journalism in the
value-oriented course so that the students can use this course to get a job or start a business.
This is indicated.

After the discussion on Resolution No. 5, in the skill-based course, there should be translation
and paraphrasing part 1 in the third semester and translation and paraphrasing part 2 in the
fourth semester.

Also, in the value-based curriculum, Journalism Part 1 in the first semester and Journalism
Part 2 in the second semester were unanimously decided after discussion.

Topic No. 6 Determining Topic for Field Project for Students.

Resolution No. 6 The third year students of Marathi subject should be given various topics in
their locality for field projects in the third and fourth semester so that it is expected to collect
information related to that topic, collect research material and analyze and arrange it. The
topic should be determined accordingly. In the third semester, the students should write a
project on the collection of dialect literature in their Panchkroshi and in the fourth year, they
should prepare a collection or bibliography of the literary literature of their locality. It was
unanimously decided that the project should be done in such a way as to analyze and evaluate
the material.

Topic No. 6 Discussion on internal evaluation of students and written examination at the end
of the session

While determining the pattern of question papers of the students, each subject paper should
be of 100 marks with a written examination of 60 marks and an internal evaluation of 40
marks at the end of the semester on 2nd and 4th credit courses. It should include extra-
curricular literary activities in internal assessment. While organizing various activities for the
students, Dr. Nitin Arekar said, '‘Good interviews for the students in different fields on
YouTube, lectures on the current affairs, with the aim that more students should turn to the
subject of Marathi and develop an interest and understanding of literature among the students.
should be heard." Mrs. Mansi Thakur suggested, 'Students should be encouraged to write
blogs or if students are entrusted with the responsibility of organizing all the programs
keeping in mind the occasion of different days, they will get a demonstration of how to
organize the entire program.' Dr. Randhir Shinde and Dr. Rajshree Deshpande should conduct
online meetings of the students and talk to them on different topics. A question and answer
session or discussion should be organized. At the time of internal evaluation, the participation
of students in various activities should be evaluated. This was suggested by Prof. Diwakar
Patankar. After discussing the matter, the following resolution was proposed.

At the end of the discussion, the following resolution is passed that,

Resolution No. 5 The 30-mark internal assessment of students at the end of the semester
should be inclusive of extra-curricular literary activities, tests, homework or presentations
and the 70-mark examination at the end of both semesters.

In the current Corona era, students are being taught online. Therefore, students need to have
more knowledge about social media today. It was decided that they should create good audio
videos for teaching the components of the study papers and while deciding the program
keeping in mind the justification of various days, the responsibility of planning the entire
program should be entrusted to the students and the detailed report of that program should be
published through a blog. Also, students should listen to good interviews on YouTube in
different fields, lectures on current affairs. Visit the Radio station and organize guidance on
how to record and broadcast programs there. Also, take online meetings of students and make
them speak on different topics. study paper
